Dr. William V. Baebler, 77, Monticello dentist for the past 54 years, died Thursday, Feb. 26,
in St. Clare Hospital, Monroe, where he had been admitted on Wednesday morning after
suffering an acute heart attack at his home.

Dental Association and a member of the Green County Dental Society.

Survivors include his wife, Wohla: a son, Dr. William M. Baebler, Dodgeville; a daughter,
Mrs. James H. (Mary) Christensen, Johnson City, Tenn, one sister, Mrs. Edward (Elizabeth)
Stone, Silver Spring, Md., and five grandchildren.

He was preceded in death by his parents and one brother, John H. Baebler.

Funeral services were held Sunday, March 1, in Zwingli United Church of Christ,
Monticello. Rev. Charles Workman officiated and burial was in Highland Cemetery.
