Mrs. Breylinger, 75, Dies Monday; Rites Held Wednesday 

Funeral services for Mrs. Sylvia Breylinger, 75 years of age, a native of New Glarus and a 
former Monticello resident, who died at 4 a. m. Monday at the St. Clare hospital, Monroe, 
were held at 2 p. m. New Year’s day in the Swiss United Church of Christ, New Glarus, 

The Rev. Linus Wierwill, pastor, officiated, and burial was in Highland cemetery, 
Monticello. 

Sylvia Hoesly was born in New Glarus Dec. 22, 1888, the daughter of Rudolph. and Sabina 
Hoesly Hoesly. She was married in New Glarus, Sept. 23, 1909, to Otis Breylinger. They lived 
in Monticello, where Mr. Breylinger operated a hardware store. A short time after his death, 
March 19, 1921, she returned to New Glarus to make her home. 

Mrs. Breylinger was a member of Swiss United Church of Christ, New Glarus, and of the 
Monticello Eastern Star chapter.
