EVANSVILLE—Forrest K. Edseth, age 86, died Tuesday, March 5, 2002, at Haven House, 
Mercy Assisted Care Hospice. 

He was born Jan. 9, 1916, in Dane County, Wisconsin, the son of Bennie and Jennie 
(Anderson) Edseth. Forrest served in the U. S. Air Force as a mechanic from 1942 1945, 
earning the rank of Staff Sergeant.

31, 1995. He was a dairy farmer for 25 years, retiring in 1964. He enjoyed cooking, gardening, 
sight-seeing, and loved his family.
