Funeral services for George Graf, 89, Monticello, who died Tuesday, Oct. 24, in the New

He was a member of Zwingli Church and the Monticello Community Club. 

Mr. Graf’s only immediate survivor is his widow, Lena, now at the New Glarus Home, after 
sustaining a fractured hip in a fall.
