
Gerald L. "Jerry" Mayer
September 1, 1923 - July 13, 1998

Gerald L. "Jerry" Mayer, age 74, Monroe, formerly of Monticello, died Monday July 13, 
1998 at Pleasant View Nursing Home. 

Gerald was born September 1, 1923 in Monroe, son of Clarence and Maude (Kleckler) 
Mayer. He attended Montgomery School in rural Browntown. He married Rosetta Baertschi 
on December 8, 1944. He then married Pauline Bennett on February 16, 1974 in Monticello. 
She preceded him in death on June 28, 1997. 

Mr. Mayer farmed in the Green County area for 20 years before purchasing the Citgo 
station of Monticello in 1965. He operated that business until 1972. Gerald drove milk truck 
for Minder and Durtschi Cheese Factory, Monticello, for 17 years before retiring in 1985. He 
then worked for the Monticello Recycling Center for 3 years. 

He was a member of the Monticello Lions Club and a former member of the Monticello Fire 
Department. He was also a member of Mt. Olive Evangelical Lutheran Church of Monroe.
