Evelyn Marie Moritz, age 93 of Glarner Lodge in New 
Glarus, formerly of Monticello, died on Sunday morning, June 
2, 2013 at the New Glarus Home.

Evelyn was born on November 24, 1919 to William & Lena 
(Thoman) Bidlingmaier in rural Monroe. She grew up in 
Washington Township, and went to the Purcell rural school.

She enjoyed working with the Sunday Schools, and singing in the church 
choirs. Evelyn was a member of the Friendship circle at Zwingli. She thoroughly enjoyed her 
family, especially spending time with her grandchildren, great-grandchildren and nieces and 
nephews.
