Edyth R. Stoll, 87, Former Teacher, Dies

Mrs. Edyth R. Stoll, 87, Monticello, died Wednesday, November
20, 1974, in Pleasant View Nursing Home, Monroe.

She was born April 23, 1887, in Washington Township, the
daughter of Fred S. and Mary Schuler Blum.

Chairman in Monticello for over 50 years.

She is survived by one brother, W. E. Blum, retired Monticello business man and bank
president, and other cousins.

Her funeral was held Friday, November 22, at the Zwingli UCC, Monticello, with Rev. Charles
Workman officiating. Burial was in the family lot in Highland Cemetery, Monticello.
