
Mrs. Elizabeth Stout

Monticello - Mrs. Elizabeth Stout, 87, died Sunday morning, July 31, 1944, at a Monroe 
hospital after a brief illness.

The former Mary Elizabeth Barlow, she was born in Juda and spent most of her life in the 
vicinity of Monticello. She was married in 1875 to George Tone, and later, in 1894, to A. W. 
Stout. Stout died in 1939.

Mrs. Stout was a charter member of the Monticello Women's Relief corps, the Order of the 
Eastern Star, of which she had been chaplain for 17 years, and the Ladies Aid society of the 
Evangelical and Reformed church. She was an active Red Cross worker until recently.

She is survived by two daughters, Mrs. Clifford Rood, Minneapolis, Minn.; Mrs. Vola Jordan, 
Monticello; eight grandchildren, and three great grandchildren.

The body has been taken to the Voegeli funeral home and was to be removed to the Stout 
home this afternoon. Funeral services will be held Tuesday at 2 p.m. at the Stout home, the 
Rev. A. R. Achtemeier officiating. Burial will be in Highland cemetery.
