Jacob Toller Passes at County Farm

Jacob Toller, aged about 76 years, a resident of this vicinity for a long term of years, passed 
away Wednesday, Sept. 13, at about 3:30 p. m., it has been learned. He passed away at the 
county home in Monroe, which he entered last year. Mr. Toller was buried in the cemetery 
there.
