Young Mother Called After Brief Illness

Mrs. John Yaun of Washington township passed away shortly after 3 o'clock Tuesday 
afternoon, her death following a week’s illness from a complication of disorders. The deceased 
was the mother of three small children, the youngest a daughter a week old.  Her passing 
comes as a great misfortune to the family and much sympathy is expressed for the bereaved 
husband and children. It was only last August—less than a year ago—that the Yaun home was 
shrouded in sorrow, when a 2-year old-son was drowned in a nearby creek. 

The deceased was a native of Switzerland, having been born at Neufield June 6, 1892. She 
came to Monroe in 1913 and her marriage to Mr. Yaun took place in that city. 

Her mother and one sister, Miss Margaret Beljan, still live in Switzerland. Two other sisters 
survive her, Miss Helen, of Washington township, and Miss Arlene, of Winnipeg, Canada.
