
Ludwig W. Zoller
Aug. 1, 1905 - March 20, 1978

Ludwig W. Zoller, 72, Monroe, died on Monday, March 20, at St. Clare Hospital, Monroe. 

He was born in Ulm, Germany on Aug. 1, 1905 to William and Maria Keller Zoller and 
came to this country on March 4, 1922. He settled in Hasty, Minn., where he worked for his 
Uncle Joe Keller as a cheesemaker. He married Adelaide Post on Jan. 13, 1929 in Silver Creek, 
Minn. They moved to Postville in 1930 where he was a Limburger cheesemaker. In 1940 they 
moved to the Bayhoffer Cheese Factory west of Monroe and then in 1942 they moved to 
Blanchardville where he made cheese until he retired in 1950 and moved to Monroe. 

He was a maintenance man at St. Clare Hospital, Monroe, for 17 years, retiring in 1976. 

Funeral services will be held Thursday, March 23, at the Newcomer Funeral Home, 
Monroe, with the Rev. Wolfgang Koehler officiating. Burial will be in Highland Cemetery, 
Monticello.

Survivors are his wife; three children, Eugene Zoller, Monticello; Mrs. Floyd (Elaine) 
Trumpy, Route 1, Albany, and Ludwig Zoller, Jr. of Watertown; fifteen grandchildren; and six 
great-grandchildren.
